CONTRACTORS AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT made on the date set out in the Schedule.

BETWEEN: the principal and the contractor referred to in the Schedule.

The principal hereby engages the contractor to carry out the work described in the Schedule at clause 4 subject to the terms and conditions referred to in this Agreement.

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. Where the Contractor is required to provide or utilise equipment, such equipment shall be suitable for the work and shall be maintained by the contractor in good working condition.

2. The contractor warrants that it, its employees and agents are competent and have the necessary skills to carry out the work.

3. Not withstanding anything herein contained to the contrary, the principal may determine this Agreement at any time and without prior notice should the contractor be guilty of any dishonesty, serious misconduct or serious neglect of duty, or be in breach of any of the terms of this agreement, or refuse to comply with any reasonable instructions or directions given by the principal.

4. The contractor covenants with the principal that it will not fraternise or develop sexual or other relationships with any client of the principal.

5. This agreement is personal and shall not be assigned without the consent of the other party.

6. The principal shall make payments to the contractor as set out in the Schedule at clause 5 and referred to as 'Contractor's Remuneration'.

7. The contractor shall effect all insurance required to be effected by it by law. Without limiting the generality hereof, the contractor shall arrange all necessary insurance with respect to its employees under the provisions of any relevant workers' compensation legislation and shall if required by the principal produce evidence of such insurance from time to time. The contractor is to have public liability insurance in the amount of $10,000,000.00.

8. The contractor shall be responsible for and shall indemnify the principal against liability for all loss, damage or injury to persons or property caused by the contractor, or its employees or agents, and the amount of all claims, damages, costs and expenses which may be paid, suffered or incurred by the principal in respect of any such loss, damage or injury shall be made good at the contractor's expense and may be deducted from any moneys due or becoming due to the contractor.

9. Throughout the continuance of this Agreement the contractor shall conform at its own cost and expense with all Acts of both Federal and State Parliaments and all Regulations, Bylaws, Ordinances or Orders made there under and the lawful requirements of any Public, Municipal or other authority so far as the same may affect or apply to the contractor or the works being carried out by the contractor, and the contractor shall indemnify the principal from and against all actions, costs, charges, claims and demands in respect thereof. 

10. The principal may at any time by notice in writing to the contractor require that the contractor should cease to permit a particular person or persons employed by it to be engaged in carrying out work which the contractor is performing for the principal pursuant to this Agreement, and in such event the contractor shall as soon as is practicable cease to provide the service of such person or persons in or about the principal's business and shall provide the services of such alternative person or persons as may be acceptable to the principal.

11. Nothing contained herein shall continue the relationship of partnership or employer and employee between the parties hereto and it is the express intention of the parties that any such relationships are denied.
12. The Contractor will not reveal any information or material obtained in the course of his/her employment about any product or client of the Principal or use the information or material in a way that is detrimental to the client's interests.

13. The Contractor will not divulge to any person any information relating to the business, products, dealings, finances, computer information systems, marketing practices or any other systems of the Principal or any associated identities of the Principal, without prior consent of the Principal.

14. The contractor shall comply with any reasonable direction given by the principal and any manual or policy supplied by the principal.

15. This agreement may be terminated by the contractor on (21) days notice in writing to the principal and by the principal immediately on written notice to the contractor. 
16. From the date of termination of this agreement the Contractor covenants with the Principal to observe and perform and not to commit any breach of the restraints specified herein.

17. The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that each of the restraints is reasonable as regards the nature of the conduct restrained and the duration and scope of the restraint and that the restraints are reasonably necessary for the future protection of the business and goodwill of the Principal.

18. The Contractor shall have no claim against the principal for any loss, injury or damage howsoever arising out of contractor’s work under this agreement.
19. The Contractor covenants with the Principal that the Contractor will not attempt to use any confidential information of the Principal’s or contact directly or indirectly any current or past client of the Principal’s in an attempt to seek to supply to any person, company or organisation any goods or services of a type that the Principal offer or similar within the period specified below:

20. Each of those covenants constitutes an independent and separate restraint imposed on the Contractor under this agreement.

21. If any of those covenants is or will become unenforceable, that does not affect the validity and enforceability of the other covenants imposed under this clause, which remain binding on the Contractor.
22. The obligations of this agreement shall survive the termination of this agreement.
23. The address of each party as referred to in the Schedule shall be the address of that party for service of notices or other communications hereunder which may be effected by personal delivery or by post, and if by post the date of service shall be deemed to be the day after the day of posting.

24. This Agreement shall be construed and take effect in accordance with the laws of Queensland.
